Nazi authority was restored in Berlin. 

The plotters were shot on 20th July 1944
They experienced show trials and ‘dreadful’ executions. 5000 were executed.
Hitler took his revenge on those directly and indirectly involved in the plot. These were tracked down by the Gestapo and SS. There were then brought before the Volksgericht (the People’s court). Most were executed at Plotzensee. They were all filmed at Hitler’s request.  Young Cadets were forced to watch it.
Ways of execution: hung by piano wire, garrotted (stuck in a chair and a metal band around the neck tightened), beheaded.
Other victims, members of the Kreisau circle, Wehrmacht (military) officers and other emenient figures like Leber and Goerdele.

Stauffenberg’s family arrested, Berthold, his brother executed. 

Beck was killed with a coup de grace.

Rommel was given the option to commit suicide to avoid public disquiet,
