Evaluate one study in terms of ethical issues and suggest one way in which the study could be made more ethical. (5)
A study from the Social approach that raised ethical issues is Milgram’s original study into obedience. Milgram deceived his participants as they believed they were actually administering electric shocks to the ‘learner’, and that the study was to test effects of punishment on learning when he was actually testing obedience. This means that the participants weren’t able to give informed consent. However, it can be argued that the deception was necessary if the study was to test obedience successfully; to have known the true aim of the study would have potentially made the results invalid due to social desirability. Another ethical issue is with the right to withdraw which was compromised during the study as, although participants were informed at the start that they could drop out at any point, when they expressed that they wanted to withdraw themselves, verbal prods were given to discourage them. A potential way in which Milgram could have made his study more ethical is by choosing a less distressing task for his participants so that it didn’t affect them psychologically as much, for example the task could have involved taking points of the learner’s score as oppose to administering electric shocks.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A study from the Child application that raised ethical issues is Curtiss’ case study of Genie. A strength of this is that the researchers maintained confidentiality by giving the girl in the case the pseudonym “Genie”. Also, the enrichment programme undertaken by researchers such as Curtiss was more intensive and demanding than is normally the case, suggesting that they were genuinely concerned for Genie’s welfare. However, Genie was removed from the care of the researchers by the court as it was ruled that there was a lack of duty of care therefore making the study unethical. Also, it was considered that Genie’s regression into her initial state could have been partly caused by the researchers testing to check progress more than necessary so as to improve their data. A potential way in which Curtiss could have made her study more ethical is by providing Genie with a more stable and caring home which could have led to a more positive outcome, as it did with the Czech twins.
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
