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A. Read the case study below, show your workouts on Microsoft Excel and answer the following questions:
Kiko Co. Ltd. is a leading provider of soda and bottled water.  It has started very highly in sales since it was launched.  It was one of the most innovative companies using high innovative technologies and good management.  However in the last few months, the director has noticed a downfall in sales and has asked you to make an analysis of the sales figures which are as follows:
· Types of soda being sold by the company: 21
· Types of bottled water sold by the company: 8
· No of lorries to deliver the goods: 25
· No. of soda crates of I litre that one lorry can carry: 400
· No. of soda crates of 0.5 litre that one lorry can carry: 150
· No. of soda crates of 2 litres that one lorry can carry: 100
· Each crate can hold a maximum of 12 bottles
· 1 litre of soda is sold for Rs15 but produced for Rs10, 0.5 litre for Rs8 but produced for Rs 5 and 2 litre of soda for Rs22 but produced for Rs 18
Everyday,  the lorries leave the company, each with  a cargo of half the total number of crates of 1 litre, 3/10 of the total number of crates of 0.5 litre and half the total number of crates of 2 litres.  All crates have to be sold during the day and the lorry has to return empty, but it has been noticed during the last 5 weeks the following:
· Week 1: All lorries returned empty except for lorry no 4, 12 and 25 with remaining cargo: 5 crates of 1 litre, 10 crates of 0.5 litre and 14 crates of 2 litre
· Week 2: All lorries returned empty except for lorry no 5, 11 and 20 with remaining cargo: 6 crates of 1 litre, 18 crates of 0.5 litre and 21 crates of 2 litre
· Week 3: All lorries returned empty except for lorry no 7, 10 and 14 with remaining cargo: 7 crates of 1 litre, 20 crates of 0.5 litre and 22 crates of 2 litre
· Week 4:  All lorries returned empty except for lorry no 2, 16 and 24 with remaining cargo:  8 crates of 1 litre, 19 crates of 0.5 litre and 20 crates of 2 litre
· Week 5: All lorries returned empty except for lorry no 1, 18, 23 and 25 with remaining cargo: 9 crates of 1 litre, 17 crates of 0.5 litre and 29 crates of 2 litre

A. Work out on Microsoft Excel the following:
i. The total number of sales for week 1, week 2, week 3, week 4 and week 5
ii. The total amount of money lost during these 5 weeks
iii. Draw a line chart to show the loss of the company for the last 5 weeks with all proper labels and formatting   
iv. Write an analysis report to the Director, using Microsoft Word to show your findings, comments and recommendations.
v. Show on the table where do you situate loss and profit during the last 5 weeks
