1- WHO LOVES ??
- When you come into the world, the first love that you receive is your parent’s one. Their love or their absence of love (when a father abandon or disown his son, daughter) is very important because it’s the example of love that the child will follow (or not) forever. And then, when the child grows up there is the “back love “from children to their parents. It’s a very pure love, like the love of a daughter for his father. A beautiful feeling of admiration, whatever he does and whoever he is. Like in this song “Dad “from K’s choice:

I guess you'll always be a mystery to me

And what else do I need
I have a dad who watches over me

- There is another strong feeling of love it’s between two friends. This feeling is stronger than friendship, it’s really love. It can be between a man and a woman, or between two women or two men. It’s strong and solid thanks to its purity; for example it doesn’t contains jealousy because there isn’t this feeling of “belonging “ like between two persons who are in love with each other that’s why : a friend can’t be unfaithful to another friend..

- Some people doesn’t need to be friend to love each other, we can speak about a singer , a star and his public, his fans .We can feel a real relationship when the fan met his favourite artist because he often bursts into tears… It’s amazed how much it causes joy to him. And in the dialogues, letters, messages, we can often read the words: “We love you “.
-The last kind of people I’ll speak about in this part, it’s the first idea that comes to mind when you speak about Love … It’s Love in the relationship of a woman and a man ( or two men or two women ).It’s the feeling they feel when they fall in love.
This feeling is the inspiration of many songs… Every singer has a least one love song on his album. And at the radio we can hear a great majority of love songs.

Everybody, whatever the age can says that they have loved at least one person in their life. 

This is what we’ll talk about in that second part, Love between two persons who felt in love with each other; we’ll see how they love. There are as many ways of loving as there are human beings on earth.
2 DIFFERENTS WAYS OF LOVING, DIFFERENTS TYPES OF LOVE 

- Love at first sight = coup de foudre: It’s when two persons who don’t already know each other, meeting for the first time fall in love. This kind of meeting 
is often followed by a passionate love.

- So what’s passionate love ..; when there is passionate love in a relationship, everything is important. The bad moments are tragic and the goods are marvellous. The woman can spend hours listening to her beloved speaking about whatever. The man who is passionately in love with a woman can do everything for her. From very beautiful simple things like; putting thousands of rose’s petals in the house all the way to the bedroom, without any reason, just by love. To very crazy things like kill her husband.
Passionate love often contain the feeling of “belonging “and it can lead to jealousy, a very dangerous feeling. It causes so many quarrels because you imprison the one you love. And someday he can ask for freedom, and separation.



- Passionate love comes often from passionate tempers like Heathcliff and Cathy in Wuthering heights. It’s often lead to make the one you love suffer or yourself. It’s this kind of love that we call; the tragedian love .The inconscient idea that love can’t exists without sufferings .On her death bed Cathy says to Heathcliff “I shouldn’t care what you suffered. Why shouldn’t you suffer? I do! Will you forget me? Will you be happy when I’m in the earth? It’s like Shakespeare says in Romeo & Juliet: “a brawling love, a loving hate,
Of anything, of nothing first create!”
In the awakening too the passionate
love that Edna feels for Robert makes her suffering. And at the end of the book she admits to him that she’s in love with him and says “You have made me so unhappy with your indifference and I have suffered, suffered!”  

- We can also speak about the idolater love …It’s when you adore the one you love, when you begin to see him above all the others…Above you and above the whole world. You think he’s perfect and you don’t see his defects .You begin to idolize the clothes he wears and the seat he’s seated on, the shampoo he uses …Like in this song of Berio where a woman is speaking about her beloved: “Black, Black, Black is the colour of my true love’s hair, his lips are something rosy fair the sweetest smile. I love the grass where on he stands”.

It’s the same in Romeo and Juliet when she says to Romeo:” swear by the gracious self which is the god of my idolatry, and I'll believe thee. ...
- Before to be an idolater lover there’s the first love. It’s often the love of the love itself. The love of the emotions, beats of the heart, the love of flirtation... This kind of love is often found at the adolescence like in the Mozart opera; the marriage of Figaro where the young Cherubino is telling to Susanna his hopeless love for the countess: “It is so different from all I know. Filled with excitement, walking on air,
First I am happy, soon I despair. Now I am chilly, next time aflame. And then I tremble, not knowing why...
- First love like the others kind of love can be taken in the hurly-burly of love ...it’s the idea that love is uncontrollable, inevitable ... Like the song in which Jessica Andrews says: “Baby it’s almost too much, I’m helplessly, hopelessly, recklessly; falling in love “There’s also this proverb from Jean Racine:” Love is a tyrant sparing none “.
- Some people don’t see love like an inevitable fact, they are always avoiding love. They are just searching for fun and pleasure. They only speak about attraction, desire. For them “love is just a game” like Satine thinks in the film “Moulin Rouge” before her fall in love with Christian. This kind of people are afraid to be loved because they don’t want to dote on somebody and then to suffer. Like Nelly Furtado says to her boyfriend in her song:” I’m like a bird, I’ll only fly away”.
- On the other hand there’s a type of love, a strong and deep love that changes one’s life. This love evolves people. It’s the love that light up your life. As if everything in the past was dark. It’s well-illustrated in a Shawn Colvin song:” I’ve never saw blue like that before, across the sky, around the world. No one else has ever shown me how to see the world the way I see it now”. There is a absolute rejection of the past like Romeo says in Romeo and Juliet:” Has my heart loved 'till now? Forswear it, sight! For I never saw a true beauty 'till this night”
- Love can change people and even when it’s a not-shared love ... The saddest sort of love. Some men (or women) are crazy about a woman (or about a man) who they don’t know, a person that they just see - or a woman who is their friend but who absolutely not have the same feelings than them. Sometimes this kind of love is sufficient for them, but sometimes they suffer from it .It’s a sad situation like the song says “What I got to do to make you love me? What I got to do to make you care? What do I do to make you want me? What I got to do to be heard? “
- We spoke about many ways of loving but we can wonder what the best is. Maybe the best is the way your dearest needs to be loved. But the bible speaks about the perfect love and says marvellous things:”Love is patient and kind. Never jealous or envious, never boastful or proud. Love is never haughty or selfish or rude. 
Love is not irritable or touchy. 
It keeps no record of wrongs.
Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth.
It. always protects always trusts, always hopes, always preserves. »
CONCLUSION

Love really can be different from one person to the other. But we can underline that love is really important in every life. Like Christian says in the Moulin Rouge “love is like oxygen. Love lifts us up where we belong, All you need is love “.Love in this important dimension shows its power; it often stronger than everything. It’s the case in Wuthering Heights where after all the hate and the attempts to separate them the little Cathy and her cousin Hareton Hindley are still in love.And as the lovers say in the Moulin Rouge: “Season may change, but I love you until the end of time. Come what may, I’ll love you, until my dying day. There’s no mountain too high, no river too wide that would can separate us. » And I’ll finish with this quotation from Christian in the “ Moulin Rouge “that show the importance of love :
“The Greatest thing you’ll ever learn is just to love and be loved in return “
