- define economic growth and sustainable economic development
(long term expansion of a country's productive potential and process of improving people's economic well being and quality of life without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs)
-How economic growth promotes sustainable economic development
(increases nations income (gdp) ,possible to provide more healthcare, better education,more jobs, reduce poverty, FDI)

without economic growth, development cannot happen it provides the conditions for development 
-How growth doesn't promote economic development

-economic growth will raise a nations total income but it may be unequally distributed, affluence and poverty may exist along side – graph: j curve showing income inequality

-economic growth may deplete  natural resources so future generations. Economic growth made future generations worse off – unsustainable

-economic growth achieved by use of capital intensive methods, so therefore no creation of jobs, growth concentrated on in single sector of economy – poverty remains high

-pollution – environmental damage cause health damage and reduce standards of living – graph – negative externalities
