Causes: genes, inherited, hormones


Methods: Twin studies, gene mapping, brain studies


Implications: Biological- physical means


Criticisms: Reuctionist





Empiricist


Causes: conditioning, environment


Methods: classical & operant conditioning


Implications: learn new behav through classical + operant


Criticisms: unethical, reductionist





History:


Philosophical- Nativist = Plato (‘recollect knowledge’), Empiricist = Locke (‘mind is like a blank slate’)


Early days- Tension- dominant view was nature (hereditary + biological influences)


Consequences- If heredity, intervention has little effect, if learn through experience than development is crucial. Reductionist one way or the other.


Outside consequences- Can’t agree (looks bad), murderers behav from a nature view?, nature suggests there is no point in school
