EVIDENCE FOR CENTRAL EXCECUTIVE = Baddley asked people to generate random sequences  of letters and numbers but it became considerably less random than if generating a random string of just numbers as both tasks needed the same central executive resources. 
EVIDENCE FOR PHONOLOGICAL LOOP = Baddely and his word length effect. People remembered short words better as it took them less long to say and so stayed in phonological loop better.
EVIDENCE FOR THE VISUO-SPATIAL SKETCHPAD =Baddley – follow a beam of light with a pointer and describe angles of hollowed out shape is hard as both require sketchpad.
