[bookmark: _GoBack]Mid-Tudor Crisis 1536 – 69: Structuring your answer to question A 
1) You should spend 30 minutes on this answer. Make sure you spend 5-10 minutes planning. Once you know the significant areas of agreement and disagreement, it will not take long to write the answer. 

2) Start with a brief introduction where you make your judgement as to which source provides better evidence for what you have been asked. This might be because one source is limited in some way in terms of provenance or content.

3) The first paragraph is a comprehension-style account of the similarities between the two sources in terms of content, but make sure you stick to the focus of the question (comparing them as evidence for something).

4) The second paragraph is a comprehension-style account of the differences between the two sources in terms of content, but again make sure you stick to the focus of the question (comparing them as evidence for something).

5) The third paragraph, which is the key paragraph, examines the provenance of the sources and therefore why they agree/disagree (who, what, where, when, why and tone). Make sure you compare the limits/strengths of the sources as evidence for the issue in the question. This section needs some own knowledge related to the sources’ provenance.

6) Finally, arrive at a final substantiated judgement in your conclusion as to which of the sources provides the better evidence for what you have been asked. This might be because one source is limited in some way in terms of its provenance or content.
