ETHNCITY AND CRIME
Black and Asians are over-represented in system. Ministry of Justice; members of black communities 7x more likely to be stopped and searched, 3 and half times more likely to be arrested and 5x more likely to be in prison. Victim surveys show that black people are significantly over-represented among those identified by victims of offenders in cases of muggings, show that a lot of crime is intra-ethnic [within an ethnic group] AO2 of victim surveys – rely on victim’s memories of events, Bowlings and Philips – whites over identify blacks even if they’re not sure, only cover personal crimes e.g. muggings, may be unrepresentative as they exclude under 16s and minority ethnic groups include a higher proportion of young people, doesn’t state anything about ethnicity of white collar criminals. 
Graham and Bowling; self-report studies show that black people and white people almost similar rates of offending while Indians, Pakistanis and Bangladeshi had much lower rates. Sharp and Budd – self-report studies of drug use found that males of mixed identity were more likely to report drug use and in the use of Class A’s, white people were more likely to report drug use AO2 of self report studies – Hindenlang et al; black males with criminal records less likely to report offences already known to the police, studies do not address serious offences like homicide, exclude prisoners which means they under-present non-white offenders.
Philips and Bowling – since 1970s, no. of allegations of oppressive policing of ethnic minorities e.g. mass stop and search, armed raids, failure of police response to racist violence. Black people 7x and Asian people 2x more likely to be stopped and searched c/p to white people Only small proportion end up in arrest, suggesting that most were innocent. Police racism can explain high level of stop and searches – Macpherson Report found that police were institutionally racist, stereotypical ideas about ethnic minorities are responsible. Stop and search patterns simply reflect the ethnic differences in offending e.g. black on black gun crime. 2 types of stop [low discretion = police acting on specific info and high discretion = police act w/o details, racism more likely in high discretion stops. Ethnic minorities over-represented in groups who are most likely to be stopped i.e. the youth. 
Arrests and cautions – arrest rate for black 3x more likely in 2006/7. Blacks and Asians more likely to receive a caution bc members of minority communities less likely to admit an offence and receive a caution due to their mistrust of the police. Prosecution – Crown Prosecution Service [CPS] more likely to drop cases against people from ethnic minorities, suggesting that evidence is flimsy for cases and suggests racism. Trial – members of ethnic minorities are more likely to elect for trial before jury, crown courts can impose more severe sentences if they’re convicted. 
Blacks and Asian defendant less likely to be found guilty, suggesting discrimination i.e. police bringing weaker cases to court. Sentencing – more custodial sentences given to black defendants and on average are 3 months longer than sentences for white offenders. Whites and Asians more likely to receive community sentences. Pre-sentence reports suggest that Asians were less remorseful than white offenders probably bc of the demonization of Asians in 9/11
LR explanation of ethnic differences – Lea and Young; differences are real and result of greater relative deprivation [bc of media] and social exclusion, results in higher utilitarian crime and non-utilitarian crime is in response to frustration and anger. Racism led to marginalisation and economic exclusion of ethnic minorities. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Neo Marxist – statistics are a social construct created by the racist labelling and discrimination in the CJS, Gilroy – myth of black criminality created by racist stereotypes of African-Caribbeans and Asians, CJS act on these racist stereotypes and ethnic minorities are more likely to be criminalised as a result of this, crime may have its roots in earlier struggles against British colonialism, which is the result of racist exploitation, ethnic minority crime seen as a political resistance against a racist society. AO2 – Lea and Young criticise Gilroy; 1st gen immigrants v law abiding so unlikely they passed down anti-colonial struggle to their children, most crime is intra-ethnic, accuses Gilroy of romanticising street crime as revolutionary, Asian crime rates similar to or lower than white crime, if Gilroy’s right then racism only happened to black people which is unlikely. 
Hall et al – emergence of moral panic about mugging as a ‘black crime’ at the same time as the crisis of capitalism is no coincidence. Moral panic served interests of capitalism, myth of black mugger served as a scapegoat to distract attention from true cause of problems – capitalist crisis. Moral panic served to divide the w/c on racial grounds but Hall et al doesn’t say that black crime was solely a product of media and police labelling, the crisis of capitalism increasingly marginalised black youth through unemployment and this resulted in using petty crime as a means of survival. AO2 of Hall et al – Downes and Rock; Hall et al are inconsistent in claiming that black street crime was not rising but also that it was rising bc of unemployment, doesn’t show how capitalist crisis led to a moral panic and doesn’t provide evidence that the public was actually blaming crime on blacks
