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Apocrypha: Jewish and Christian religious writings which are not included in the Bible.
Good and Evil: God is seen as being totally good while the Devil is totally evil.
The Fall: when Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit.
Original sin: the sin which Eve brought into the world when she picked the fruit from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil in the Garden of Eden.
Redemption: by dying on the cross, Jesus saved humanity from the consequences of original sin.
Climate change: weather effects produced by man-made means.
Holocaust: the murder of six million Jews during the Second World War (1939-1945).
Moral Evil: the acts of people which are seen to be cruel and uncaring.
Natural evil: natural disasters such as hurricanes.
Omnibenevolent: all-good.
Omnipotent: all-important.
Omniscient: all-present.
Tsunami: a large destructive ocean wave.
Suffering: physical or mental pain or distress.
Illness: disease or sickness.
Paralytic: someone suffering from paralysis.
Prayer: an address to God. 
Bible: the sacred text of Christianity.
Commandments: laws.
Conscience: a sense of what is right and wrong.
Faith: belief or trust in something without proof.
