· Freedom until trial
· Can be conditional or unconditional
· Bail Act gives presumption everyone will be granted bail
Conditions
· Paying a surety
· Handing in a passport
· Staying at a bail hostel
Refusal
· Concerns defendant will reoffend on bail
· Concerns defendant will fail to surrender to custody
· Concerns defendant will tamper with evidence and witnesses















June 2009 Question 6: Outline the meaning of bail and the grounds on which Khalid might be refused bail in this case
[bookmark: _GoBack]Bail is freedom until trial. The Bail Act gives the presumption that everyone will be granted bail. It can be conditional or unconditional. Conditions on bail can include staying at a bail hostel, handing in a passport or paying a surety. In this case, Khalid may be refused bail in case he tries to tamper with evidence such as the controller or speak to Nina and George. He may also be refused bail in case he has another violent outburst and reoffends or they may be concerns he might not surrender to custody.
