· Transferred to Crown
· Apply for bail and legal aid
· Plea and Directions hearing

· If not guilty trial with judge and jury









June 2013 Question 5: Outline the pre-trial procedure which would be followed if Amir were to be charged with assault (a summary offence)
Amir would appear at the Magistrates to enter his plea, either guilty or not guilty. He would be represented by a duty solicitor who is always at the court. He would then apply for legal aid so he can get his own solicitor and bail so he can go home before the trial. There would be a pre-trial review to ensure everything is in place and then his trial would take place in front of two or three magistrates.
January 2009 Question ci: Outline the procedure that would be followed up to Andy’s trial (either way because s20 gbh)
Andy would appear at the Magistrates and enter his plea. He would then apply for legal aid for a solicitor and bail so he could go home before the trial. If he was guilty and the crime was deemed to be serious it would be transferred to the Crown for sentencing. If he pleaded not guilty but the Magistrates considered it serious It would also be transferred tp the Crown. If he pleaded not guilty and the Magistrates thought they could deal with it there would be a choice between the Magistrates or a judge and jury at the Crown.
June 2011 Question 6: Outline the procedure that would be followed if Zoe were charged with an indictable only offence
