Exam question:

To do this well you must read P13-32 of Bennett. 
To what extent is the original principle of the Separation of powers maintained in the Constitution today? 
(30 marks)
Para 1: Introduction – what is the question asking you to do?
Para 2: Define key terms in the question – what are you going to take ‘original principles’, ‘separation of powers’, ‘Constitution’ and ‘maintained’ to mean in your essay?
Para 3: Define the original principle of:
-The Separation of powers
 - Between branches of government
- Between states and central government
What were they set up to protect? Why were they considered so important?
Para 4: What do you know about the staying power of the Constitution? Why is it considered rigid? How difficult is it to amend the constitution? Link this back to the question. 
Para 5: Look at instances where executive power has grown which may suggest that the three branches are separate but not equal. Think about America and foreign policy. 
-Read the Marshall article (first 6 pages) to think why this has expanded – this is a difficult article. 
-Also find examples in Bennett
Para 6: Look at instances where federalism has changed – look at Bennett

Conclusion: To what extent is the original principle of the Separation of powers maintained in the Constitution today? 
-Weigh up - What impact do recent shifts have? 
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
