SAY A LOT ABOUT A LITTLE
“required” and “claimed” both imply the monster feels entitled to “kindness” and “sympathy” …
Shelley is using 1st person narration of the monster to show us his inner feelings and attitudes
Feels entitled because he feels he is human (therefore with human rights) as opposed to the monster he is considered by others
Raises the issues of APPEARANCE of how society judges you by appearance as opposed to inner character (style over substance) 
Raises the issue of FAMILY as the natural sphere of love and belonging in society (based upon the creature observing the De Lacey’s) 
“treasure” concludes that to the monster love and belonging/family is the “spark” or inner fire that makes a human human.
People tend to get accepted if they are pure, rich or perhaps beautiful/handsome
“silken cord” love can be nice but it can be restricting, hence the word “cord”. The word “silk” shows its smooth and precious
“home fires” shows that family is love and warmth, as well as full of kindness
Walton feels drawn to the secret knowledge, the “power of the magnet” at the start of the story, but at the end he is drawn to “home fires”
Love may seem nice but Caroline was taken into care be Alfonz because he is a paedophile, however people thought it was charitable
[bookmark: _GoBack]“love is an obligation” Walton believes this, yet he abandons his family to go on a journey, just for wealth and glory, for the good of man-kind. However, eventually he gets overwhelmed by the family shaped gap in his life so decides to come back
