Abstract - This comes before the introduction and it is a short (approx. 200 words) summary of your project. Its purpose is very similar to the 'blurb' that you find on the back of a book or a DVD cover. It is trying to sum in the project easily to entice the reader to want to read more.
You will see from 3 of the four exemplars that I've attached that the abstract breaks down into 3 paragraphs.
Paragraph 1 should include a brief introduction of the project
Paragraph 2 should include the main aims and arguments (literature review and discussion)
Paragraph 3 should include your conclusion.
 
Read through the exemplars and have a go. Virtually everything you write in the abstract you can take from your other sections (intro, lit review, discussion and conclusion)
 


Exemplar: Cannabis and alcohol addiction
Abstract
Alcohol and cannabis. Both are drugs, and both have the potential to be very harmful to young people who begin to use them. This country has a drinking culture, and so, alcohol is legal. But cannabis is not. Cannabis has been illegal since 1971, and the misuse of drugs act. What I would like to explore is the reasoning behind the illegality of cannabis by comparing it with alcohol, which is a similar depressant drug.
My main aims during this dissertation were to explore what addiction is, and find out whether alcohol and cannabis are addictive substances. I want to discover if a young person begins to use one of these drugs, what the physical and mental health complications would be and socially, if their drug use as an adolescent or young adult could result in severe consequences in later life. 
My findings were very interesting. I had to conclude that of the two drugs, alcohol is worse for a young person to become addicted to and use to excess; this is mostly due to the way that alcohol almost attacks and shuts down the user’s brain upon consumption. People are much more impulsive, which in itself could have a serious effect on that individual, or a friend’s life. People who consume alcohol could use it as a cure for depression, but drinking alcohol can actually cause depression, and so a vicious cycle is started. Binge drinking young people could also be at risk of alcohol poisoning (alcohol overdose) which has a long list of short term symptoms and can become fatal, and if severe enough, could cause long term irreversible damage to the individual. People who take cannabis are at an increased risk of some psychotic mental issue (in general) and people who are genetically susceptible could be at an even greater risk. But in terms of recreational drugs, taking a bit too much cannabis is probably better than an individual drinking too much alcohol.

Abstract
