TITLE: EPQ Lesson 39 Evaluation
OBJECTIVES: For students to recognise what the evaluation section is?
To recognise how to achieve the best possible marks from this section

ORGANISATION: 
Development: 
1. Evaluation – what is this section for? It’s about 600 words.
The purpose is to look back and to look forwards. 

Read through your activity logs.
Show a high level of insight and self awareness in evaluating their project – what went well and what went badly
What they would have done differently/better if you had your time again? Explain and justify this
What skills they have learnt eg research skills, footnotes, evaluating sources, bibliographies, time management, organisational skills, planning ahead, reflecting on your activity log? How will this help in the future?
2.  Use assessment criteria AO4 – students consider the top half. The bottom have refers to the presentation.
Evaluation and Presentation
Assessment AO4: 17% of the project (half each for the evaluation and presentation)
Word count: About 600 words for the evaluation

The Evaluation 
The purpose of this section is to look back and to look forwards. Ensure that you read through your activity log to assist you in this process.
1. It means looking back to see how your ideas and understanding have changed or developed. It may be that your point of view has altered because you learned to define your position more clearly. 
Show a high level of insight and self awareness in evaluating the project – this is a MB3 requirement. Have you achieved the aims that you set out at the beginning of the project (see the project proposal form)? Explain clearly how you have. How well did you start your project? How well did you tackle the literature review? Why was this? What about the discussion?
2. The evaluation section provides you with an opportunity to look back and put all your experiences into context. You will have learnt a great deal. 
What would you change or do differently if you had to do it all again? Be specific by explaining and justifying your reasons. Don’t be afraid to say that you could have done things better or that you made mistakes. Indicate how you would do things better if given the chance again.
3. Reflect and explain how your skills have developed over the course of the project and how will they help you in the future?
What skills have you learnt eg research skills, footnotes, evaluating sources, bibliographies, time management in meeting deadlines, organisational skills, writing concisely, attention to detail, planning ahead and reflecting on your activity log?
