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The table below highlights the key themes and the individual topics within each of those themes, and the four columns relate to the different strategies you should use over a period of weeks to ensure that you have understood the topic and revised it thoroughly. You should tick off and date, each stage as you should complete it; in order to revise most effectively you should cover each topic on multiple occasions over a number of weeks, but if you use these techniques successfully then you should retain 80-90% of the information studied. 
This approach will only work if you ensure that after each of the four stages you re-visit any of the information that you are unclear about.

According to the Bradshaw model, the width of a river channel increases as it goes downstream because more tributaries and confluences join into it, thus making it wider because it holds more water. In the upper profile of the river you would find mainly vertical erosion which cuts downwards. In the lower course of the river more lateral erosion takes place which means the river cuts sideways into the valley. The river gets more powerful as you go down its course which means that it has more erosion capability. This is why you would expect a wider channel in the lower profile of the river.
