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Reading Guide
1. Read the abstract
2. Then move straight over to the discussion/conclusion
3. If the paper is relevant, read the intro, method and results
4. Re-read the paper chronologically

Critical thinking points
· What is the topic? 
· What is already known about this topic? 
· What are the key arguments and ideas? 
· How are these related to my topic? 
· Do you agree with what the author is saying? 
· Does what the author says agree with other works?

Presenting guide
1. Introduce and explain the argument/point
2. Present evidence from reading
3. Critically commentate

Critical writing points
· Write what you want to say in point form
· Reference each point
· Paraphrase/reformulate each point to synthesise arguments 
· Compare and contrast, indicating own research position
· Show how limitations in other works creates research gap for me
· Agreeing with/defending a point
· Rejecting a point of view with a reason (e.g. lack of evidence)
· Make connections between different sources
· Be selective – not everything read needs to be covered and not everything requires the same depth, some points just require a short summary
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
